The Gilford Planning Board met on Monday, June 15, 2020, at 7:00 p.m. in Conference Room A of the Gilford Town Hall and via telephone conference call under emergency order provisions related to the COVID-19 pandemic.

Members present on the conference call were Chair Wayne Hall, Vice Chair Carolyn Scattergood, Selectmen’s Representative Chan Eddy, and Alternate Members Gaye Fedorchak and Rick Notkin.  Regular Member William Johnson was present in Conference Room A.  Members absent were Secretary Richard Vaillancourt, Regular Members Jack Landow and Isaac Howe, and Alternate Member Emily Drake.
Also present in Conference Room A was John Ayer, Director of Planning and Land Use.  No other people were present in Conference Room A during the meeting.  J. Ayer asked who else besides Board Members were on the conference call.  The only person who identified himself was applicant Al Lilly.  No other people, including the public, identified themselves on the conference call.
G. Fedorchak and R. Notkin were asked to participate as voting members.
W. Hall introduced the application.

Request for Extension of Site Plan Approval – For Alfred S. Lilly III,  Application #2019000197 was approved on June 17, 2019 for a mixed Residential and Cottage Colony/Seasonal Occupancy use at 10 Glendale Place on Tax Map & Lot #242-142.000.  Requested extension is for one (1) year from June 17, 2020 to June 17, 2021.
Motion by C. Scattergood, seconded by C. Eddy, to approve the request for a one year extension.  C. Scattergood asked what work has been done.

A. Lilly explained that he had Nutter begin site clearing last fall.  He has removed the manufactured home, cut down some trees, installed the detention pond, rough graded the area where the cottage will be built, and stabilized the site.  They shut down for the winter and then COVID-19 hit prohibiting him from going forward.  He said he lives in New Mexico where their COVID-19 regulations are restrictive.  He was told that if he left the state he would not be allowed to return, so he was unable to be here to conduct business as he needed to.
C. Scattergood said the request is very logical given the circumstances.  A. Lilly said that per J. Ayer they fine graded and seeded the site to stabilize it.  

W. Hall said he had talked with J. Ayer who said there may be another extension date to consider and he asked J. Ayer to explain it.  J. Ayer said that the phasing plan for this project was approved on September 16, 2019 and he said that the Board may want to consider granting an extension to September 16, 2021 so the site plan completion date coincides with the phasing plan date and to get him through next year’s construction season.  C. Scattergood said she would be agreeable to that change to her motion and moved to approve the extension to September 16, 2021.  G. Fedorchak seconded the amended motion.  W. Hall called for a rollcall vote and asked J. Ayer to conduct that rollcall.  The voting was as follows:

A. Lilly thanked the Board and left the conference call.  W. Hall asked if there was any other business.

OTHER BUSINESS
J. Ayer noted that there have been no meetings or applications since March and normally the Board would vote for officers in April.  He said that the Board would be having a regular meeting next month with new applications.  He said it may be possible to meet in person, or at least to have more Board members present at the town hall, and so the Board would be voting to elect officers.  C. Scattergood said that she would be OK with being at the town hall if everyone is able to keep a safe distance.  All agreed that meeting with “social distancing” would be important.  J. Ayer said they can seat about 7 at the U-shaped table if Board members occupy every other seat.  He said he would have masks and hand sanitizer available at the meeting for anyone who needed them.
