TRAFFIC regulationS
SCENIC ROAD TEMPORARY/EMERGENCY BLOCKAGE

(CHAPTER 39-G)

KNOW ALL PERSONS BY THESE PRESENTS, the Gilford Board of Selectmen hereby ordains to adopt this emergency regulation to authorize the temporary blockage of traffic traveling from Route 11 (Lakeshore Road) onto Scenic Drive and vice versa; and the installation of barriers and do not enter signs as set forth herein.

AUTHORITY

This regulation is adopted pursuant to the authority granted under RSA 41:11 and 265:9, following a duly posted, public hearing held on June 23, 2021.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this regulation is to enhance the public safety, in so much as possible, for the benefit of motor vehicles, school buses, pedestrians, bicyclists and others who may travel over this public highway; due to the intense, seasonal, multiple-uses of the road and the new topcoat of pavement.

TEMPORARY BARRIERS
The Director of Public Works is hereby ordered to install barriers, baricades or some other similar devices in a safe manner and suitable location to prevent the free flow of motor vehicle traffic traveling from Route 11 (Lakeshore Road) onto Scenic Drive and vice-versa.

SIGNAGE
1. The Director of Public Works is hereby ordered to install signs at the entrance of Scenic Drive near the intersection of Belknap Point Road that indicate Scenic Drive is not a through road.
2. The Director of Public Works is hereby ordered to install do not enter signs in front of the barriers as a warning to motorists who would otherwise be traveling from Route 11 (Lakeshore Road) onto Scenic Drive.

VIOLATIONS
Any failure to obey the instructions of the traffic control devices as authorized in this regulation shall be a violation subject to a fine of one hundred dollars ($100.00) as otherwise set forth in RSA 265:31.

EFFECTIVE DATES
This regulation shall take effect as of June 24, 2021, upon the installation of appropriate signs by the Department of Public Works.  This regulation shall expire as of September 30, 2021, at which time the signs and barriers shall be removed.

EVALUATION OF EFFECTIVENESS
The effectiveness of this regulation shall be evaluated by the Board of Selectmen, in consultation with the Director of Public Works, Police Chief, Fire Chief and interested citizens no later than December 31, 2021.  In the event the Board of Selectmen determines this regulation is effective in meeting the safety needs as set forth herein, the Board may consider making this regulation permanent during the period June 1 through September 30, (or some other timeframe), in which case the signs shall be reinstalled when applicable and the temporary barrier shall be replaced with a gate structure that is capable of being opened for maintenance and emergency use when necessary in addition to being used as a barrier during road blockage periods.
