Article I

(A) Nominate candidates for Water Commissioner for a three (3) year
term and upon the close of nominations for Commissioner, vote to
elect a Commissioner.

(B) Nominate Candidates for Moderator for a one (1) term and upon the
close of nominations for Moderator, vote to elect a Moderator.

(C) Nominate candidates for Clerk for a one (1) year term and upon the
close of nominations for Clerk, vote to elect a Clerk.

(D) Nominate candidates for Treasurer for a one (1) year term and upon
the close of the nominations for Treasurer, vote to elect a Treasurer.

(E) Nominate candidates for Auditor for a one (1) year term and upon the
close of the nominations for Treasurer, vote to elect an Auditor.

Article 11

To see if the Gunstock Acres Village Water District will vote to raise and
appropriate the sum of 260,000 dollars to fund the general operation of
the Gunstock Acres Village Water District. This amount includes all
other Warrant Articles.

Article 111

To see if the Gunstock Acres Village Water District will vote to raise and
appropriate the sum of 50,000 dollars for the previously established
GAVWD Maintenance Fund. The commissioners recommend this
appropriation.

Article IV

To see if the GAVWD will vote to authorize the Commissioners to
borrow in anticipation of taxes and /or other revenue in accordance with

the Municipal Finance Act RSA 33:7.

Article V

To see if the Gunstock Acres Village Water District will vote to
indemnify and save harmless, itself, any person employed by it and any
member or officer of its Governing Board, administrative staff or
agencies, including, but not limited to the Commissioners, from personal
financial loss and expense. Including reasonable Legal fees and costs, if
any, arising out of any claim demand, suit or judgment by reason of
negligence or other act resulting in accidental damage to or destruction of
property if the indemnified person at the time of the accident resulting in
the injury, damage or destruction was acting in the scope of his/her
employment or office. A comprehensive general liability insurance

policy necessary to protect itself and its officers and employees against
such liability. The insurance policy may be issued by any insurance
company organized or authorized to do business in this state. Notice:
